Cnauo 2: English is a Germanic language. The Anglo-Saxons contributed to the formation of English
most of all. The English alphabet came from Latin. Christian monks, who spoke Latin, brought it to
England from Ireland. It is very strange, but the Celtic language didn't contribute many words to modern
English. We can only find Celtic words in the names of places and rivers such as: Dover, Kent, Avon and

the Thames, for example.

Cnatio 3: English is so popular because the United Kingdom used to have a big empire. The British
had colonies all over the world, and all the people in the colonies had to speak English.

Cuaio 4: It is like many European languages and that's why people can learn it easily.
